 Classes identified as payback (50% of entry fees to be paid 
out at 40%, 30%, 20%,10%)   

 Food available on grounds ****No alcohol allowed on 4-H 
grounds 

 Dogs must be properly restrained 
 Stalls available $20.00 per day – Pay at barn  
 Camping and electric hook ups available at a fee - collected
