Registration Fee Information:
 
1.  If you cannot attend the one-day PLMS because of scheduling problems, you will receive 
a full refund if you reply to this message by Tuesday, February 10, and tell me that.  
Checks will go out within 30 days of the PLMS.
 
2.  Because we lost 1 day of the program, EVERYONE will get a partial refund.  The first 
person in the company, originally charged $75, will receive $25 back (total registration fee:
