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Today, Indiana is home to new community
playgrounds, expanded libraries, improved
businesses, schools, and community agencies
that are meeting the needs of Indiana residents
through newly funded programs and services.

$5.5 million in funded proposals in the first
four years of programming.

in less than one year after completing the
workshop, the Girl Scouts received four
grants totaling $98,000 to expand programs
and volunteer training. Schools in Greene
County raised $135,000 in grant funds, with
another $60,000 pending award. Grant monies
are helping libraries across Indiana digitize
community history and expand resources that
will help many Hoosiers for years to come.
New buildings are going up and old buildings
are coming down, making room for new and
improved facilities, community revitalization,

and infrastructure improvements totaling more

than $300,000.
