CLOGGING (Mini Cloggers will meet separately from traditional 4-H Clogging.)
Learn how to clog by joining the 4-H Clogging Club.

e Div. Il Exhibit will be to clog at the 4-H Fair.

CRAFTS
Learn how to do one of the different crafts.
e Div.| Exhibitis one simple craft and the project record sheet.
e Div. Il Exhibitis a craft item different than what was exhibited in Div. | and the project record sheet.

FLOWERS
Learn how to grow flowers from seeds or care for a houseplant.
e Div.|l Exhibit is one flower you have grown or a houseplant you have cared for and the project
record sheet.
e Div. Il Exhibitis a variety of three (3) flowers you have grown and the project record sheet.

FOODS

Learn basic kitchen rules and how to prepare simple foods you and your family will enjoy.
e Div.|l Exhibitis six (6) no-bake cookies and the project record sheet.
e Div. Il Exhibitis six (6) breakfast treats and the project record sheet.

HORSE AND PONY (Horseless) (Meet separately)
Learn about horses and ponies.
e Make an exhibit (poster, etc.) on something you learned in Horse & Pony.

TREES
Learn about the parts of trees and what they do. Choose one of the following exhibits:
e Make a project activity as a group.
